June 18, 2018 Selectman Minutes5


Selectmen Present: Chairman Greg Placy, Selectman Ray Gorman, and Selectman n Sue Collins.
Others Present: Jake Mardin, Jim and Mary Ellen Hesselbacher, Greg Marchand, TJ Rossitto, Craig Washburn, Melanie Mathieu, Ron Patterson, and Recording Clerk Sasha Uran.
Chairman Greg Placy called the June 18, 2018 Selectman Meeting to order at 5 pm. The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Public:
Public Hearing - Primexᶟ Insurance Settlement - $14,115.86
Chairman Greg Placy called the Public Hearing to order at 5:01 pm.
Sue Collins stated that according to RSA 31;95B,III, any unanticipated funds totaling $5,000 or more received by the town must have a Public Hearing. There is a check from Primex in the amount of $14,115.86 which the board needs to vote to accept for the damage done to Northern Borders tower on Magalloway. The repair will cost $15,115.50 but the town has a $1000 deductible.
Ray stated that the 5 core towns on dispatch committee are in favor of accepting the check.
Greg Placy closed the Public Hearing at 5:10 pm.
Ray Gorman moved to accept the money from Primex Insurance Company for damage to the Northern Borders tower on Magalloway Mountain. Sue Collins seconded. Motion carries unanimously.
TJ Rossitto—Highway Department
TJ stated he has the paving bids. Once the board accepts one, he will need to inform DOT.
Sue Collins asked if the prices are contingent on the bidders getting all the paving jobs.
TJ stated that they are.
Sue stated there is $100,000 in the budget for paving. The town needs to use the $81,000 from the state. Is there anything that can be done on Hughes Rd. to satisfy Suzie Nash.
TJ stated that it is not ready to do anything to it. TJ is wondering if they could use the remaining $3,000 on Monadnock Street’s sidewalk.
Sue Collins stated that they should go with Central Paving not to exceed $103,000.
TJ will find out how much Central Paving will charge to pave the sidewalk on Monadnock St. and bring it back to the board.
Sue Collins asked why Central Paving bid so low on doing Bear Rock Road.
TJ stated that Central Paving needs the work.
Sue Collins moved to accept Central Paving’s bid to do the paving on Colby St., Bear Rock Rd., Hughes Rd., and Piper Hill for the amount of $87,460. Ray Gorman seconded. Discussion: Ray asked when the work could start. TJ stated that he would like it done as soon as possible. Brian Sullivan will need to get the roads prepped for paving. Motion carries unanimously.
TJ stated he has a list of the roads that have been graded. The grader has been down here and there. Bear Rock still needs to be done but the Highway Department is nursing the grader until they finish.
TJ asked Melanie if there was an update on the pickup truck and roller for sale.
Melanie stated the high bidder for the truck came and looked at it then left and Melanie has not been able to reach him. The second highest bidder, Carmen Picardi, would like a photo of the truck, mileage, and wondering if it is drivable. The high bidder on the roller, Melanie is not able to get ahold of and the high bidder for the truck is the second high bidder for the roller.
Sue stated they should put an ad in the paper about the roller.
Ron Patterson—Riverwalk
Ron Patterson stated that he has applied for a Tillotson Grant to help take care of the Riverwalk. NH Lakes used to take care of everything financially but last year he ran into issues having the minor workers start at 6:30. There will be 3 minors and one adult for 8 weeks. When he had spoken to Becky Merrow she had stated that Colebrook could be the fiscal agent for the grant. Since Becky Merrow has resigned, Ron wanted to go before the board to see if they will agree to have Colebrook be the fiscal agent. 
Melanie stated that the Primex agent didn’t agree with having minors working on Riverwalk due to them not being an employee of the town. The agent is not sure if they would be covered by the town’s workers compensation.
Sue Collins stated that the Town of Colebrook can be the fiscal agent for the grant. Therefor the minors will become employees of the town after they fill out the applications and other paperwork.
Ron stated he will be going back tomorrow and if the board agrees to have the town of Colebrook be the fiscal agent, he will have the check for them.
Sue Collins moved to become the fiscal agent for Tillotson North Country Foundation Grant to receive $9,600 and to employ 3 students and one adult for 8 weeks for Riverwalk Maintenance. Ray Gorman seconded. Motion carries unanimously.
Greg Marchand—Transfer Station
Greg Marchand stated that the board and he have discussed the possible trade with Dave Begin. A lot of the iron pipe Dave Begin is wanting to trade is new and the Town could use it.
Greg Placy stated that Greg Marchand needs to figure out the value of the iron pipe versus the value of the balers.
Greg Marchand stated that he would get with Brian Sullivan and have him come up with a value after looking at the pipe. Sue Collins stated she would look into any NH the Beautiful Stipulations on disposing of the baler.
Craig Washburn—ATV
Craig Washburn stated he would request an executive session due to reputation.

Sue Collins stated the auditors came through last week. The board needs to appoint a new tax collector.
Sue Collins moved to appoint Melanie Mathieu as Colebrook’s Tax Collector. Ray Gorman seconded. Motion carries unanimously.
Sue Collins moved to appoint Tracey McKinnon as Colebrook’s Deputy Tax Collector. Ray Gorman seconded. Motion carries unanimously.
Report on ATV Meeting – 6/13/18 – Next Steps
ATV Request – C. Boudle
All three ATV requests received have been denied. Two are for use of Rte. 145 on which the board cannot give permission. The other request is for the use of Corliss Lane to a trail; however, there is no trail on Corliss Lane.
Proposal to Swap Ductile Iron Pipe for 2 Town Balers
Refer to Greg Marchand.
Zizza Lock Proposal for Intercom/Camera System
Ray Gorman stated that it has been a big discussion. Becky Robinson wants the intercom for safety any time the dispatcher leaves the room to answer the door downstairs. Ray is told there is a purchase order for the front steps and believes there is no reason for dispatchers to leave dispatch.
Sue Collins stated that Becky wanted the intercom system and didn’t realize that there was a camera included on the invoice. Zizza stated that it is to replace the lipstick camera that is shot. Can table the discussion due to needing more information.
Ray stated that if it is needed for the handicap entrance, they need to approve it.
Sue stated that she doesn’t believe Colebrook should pay the full amount.
Ray stated that Northern Borders Dispatch Committee is not willing to put any money into it.
Greg and Sue said they will not approve it since it feels like Northern Borders is not willing to work with the Town of Colebrook. 
Sue suggested Becky Robinson bring it back to the 5 core towns.
Melissa Shaw
Sue Collins stated that Melissa Shaw has requested to go on an all-expense paid trip to Pennsylvania.
Sue Collins moved to approve Melissa Shaw’s request to go to Lewisburg Pennsylvania to visit the manufacturing plant. Ray Gorman seconded. Motion carries unanimously.
Library
Sue stated the Library Capital Reserve account was approved in 2017 for the town to put $5,000 into the account. The town put the money in and the Library Trustees did the same so there is currently $10,000 in the account. The Library now owes the town $5,000.
Sue Collins moved to approve the reimbursement from the Library Board of Trustees for overpayment in the amount of $5,000. Ray Gorman seconded. Motion carries unanimously.
